In GT, for the group of 60 students, fundamental knowledged are
presented and problems type are developed. The procedure is a
master class with student participation. In them, students acquire
the deductive method, both theoretical and practical aspects.

In PT, for the group of 20 students, practical cases are developed,
individually and collectively. Obtain skills in the use of computers.
The procedure is a interactional model of teaching where the
student participates more than the lecturer.

7. Criterios generales de evaluacion / Assessment

Primera convocatoria ordinaria
(convocatoria de curso)
First session

El 100% de la calificacion procede de la evaluacion continua.

El 0% de la calificacion procede del examen o prueba final.
Along the course, the fulfillment of a series of continuous
assessment activities allows each student obtaining 100% of final
grade: Three tests about different part of the subject, written or
computer and that allow removing those parts. Each test contains
theoretical and practical questions that the student must resolve
properly balanced. Each student will have passed the test (and he
can to remove this part of the subject) when he has obtained at
least 50% of the total grade of the test.

The dates of the tests are listed in the course schedule.
It is considered that the student passes the course if the total score
is greater than or equal to 5.

Exceptionally, grades of the three continuous assessment tests may
be compensated. This compensation is applied only if the student
has as average grade (in the three tests) greater or equal of 5.5
(over 10) and always if two of tests are passed and another one
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with at least 40% of the grade (4 out 10).

Exam of this call will consist of three parts corresponding to the
part of the subject, described in the continuous evaluation. All have
the same structure as the continuous assessment tests.

Each student will examine the parts that he has not been removed
during the course, to pass them, he must obtain in each part half of
the grade in a balanced way as mentioned above.

In this first call, if the student fails to pass the whole subject, it is
possible to eliminate some parts that were examined as long as
they are passed, if in those that are not passed to have obtained at
least 30% of the maximum score of the test.

Under these conditions will be evaluated students that have refused
his grades obtained in the continuous assessment, through express
waiver. Such waiver must be communicated in writing to the
teachers of the subject, with a minimum period of 10 days before
the exam.
