Course description

The endocrine system has assumed a prominent role in our
understanding and management of common medical conditions
including diabetes, cardiovascular disease, obesity and aging.
Diseases of the endocrine glands highlight the importance of
hormonal and nutritional factors in the regulation of metabolism in
human beings. This course provides a broad review of endocrine
physiology and pathophysiology of various diseases through
didactic lectures given. The concepts learned in class will be
applied to solve clinical cases in small group sessions which
prepare the students to handle daily situations they may confront in
their future jobs.

The essential objective of this subject is to integrate and broaden
concepts and fundamental principles of anatomy, physiology and
physiopathology of different organs, apparatus and systems, which
produce and/or underlie the mechanisms of action of hormones,
constituting the human endocrine system, as well as to know about
the main endocrine pathologies.

Across this subject, we will emphasize on the direct relationship
established between the endocrine system, its pathologies and
nutrition.

6. Metodologia y recursos / Methodology and Resources

Metodologia general The subject 'Endocrinology and metabolism', is a 6 credits subject
Methodology (150 hours), and follows a A2 type course (70% of basic teaching,

BT/EB; 15% of Practicals and improvement activities, PIA/EPD;
15% of Guided academic activities, GAA/AD).

Includes 26 in-class hours in which the basic concepts of the
subject will be developed.

Ensefianzas basicas (EB) Basic teaching comprises 21 units reviewing the physiology of the
General teaching endocrine system. The course covers Neurohypophysis,

Adenohypophysis, Thyroid gland, Parathyroid gland, Adrenal
Glands (Medulla & cortex ), Endocrine pancreas, Gastric
hormones and regulation of body weight; as well as the pathologies
associated to these glands (catecholamine excess, hypercalcemia
and hypocalcemia, diabetes mellitus, obesity and so on)
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pathogenesis, complications and management of these disorders.
Lectures sessions start at assigned times and last for 120 minutes,
allowing 15 minutes for questions/break. All students must prepare
and present at least one unit. This unit must be accompanied by
written material (could be written in Spanish but will score more if
it is in English) and its power-point and will be presented to the
rest of the class in English. Of the unit they present, they will have
to elaborate 10 test questions with the correct answer marked. All
students must elaborate weekly a glossary of every unit given in
class.

Ensefianzas practicas y de

In the practicals students will learn different ways to elaborate
nutritional guidelines that may help ameliorate the symptoms of
the pathologies seen in class. Students will also learn or remind
how to accurately calculate calories in food.

The objectives of these sessions are to consolidate the knowledge
(concepts and facts) acquired during the lectures and to develop the
ability to solve common clinical problems in Endocrinology and
Metabolism by providing a forum for interactive discussion of
clinical cases. AD will consist in the elaboration and discussion of
clinical cases. When possible, the class will be divided in groups,
each group will work a clinical case, and will solve and discuss it
in class.

This final exam comprises two parts:

- 35 multiple choice test questins ( 10-15 test questions from the
units given by the teacher and 25-20 test questions from the
students units).

- 3 short essay questions
