Metodologia general
Methodology

The Class will use a Service Learning Methodology. It will
combine participation as helpers in a school that functions as a
Community of Learners, in a martinalised area of the city working
mainly with socially excluded and minorised community children.
This visits will also involve learning the ethnographic method of
participatory observation, producing field-notes as a tool for
learning and class evaluation. Discussion about academical
readings related to the class concepts will be used as a source of
connecting social reality and intervention with general theoretical
ideas on Psychological processes and community intervention.

In the theoretical classes (EBs) the students and professor will
debate on the theoretical concepts displayed in the manual while
linking them to the specific practical student’s experience when
participating in a Service Learning project in schools at Poligono
Sur neighborhood.
