Breve descripcion de la
asignatura
Course description

Economics is a social science that, in addition to exposing students
to a great deal of theoretical-conceptual content, affords a wealth
of opportunities for practical hands-on learning. This is due to the
fact that economic theory can be used to analyze the majority of
our day-to-day problems. Within the framework of the economic
environment that surrounds us, students will become familiar with
the basic analytical tools used in economics.

Learning objectives

The main goal is for the student to obtain a basic understanding of
economics applied to the area Social Work, and to develop a series
of intelectual and practical skills which will aid them in problem-
solving situations. Students should learn to think like economists;
in other words: to use analytical and graphical tools to explain
economic realities.

The student will learn to contextualize socio-economic events and
will end up the course by understanding the factors that are behind
the crisis of the State Intervention Model and the model of society
that is emerging, where a new relationship between economic
policy and social policy prevails. In addition, students will
approach the new socio-economic policies in the context of Public
Policies both at the national and european level.

students are strongly encouraged to regularly read the economic
press. It is important to stress here that, although inevitably
students will be expected to study economic theory, satisfactory
completion of this course hinges on a throughout understanding of
theoretical concepts and how they interrelate with each other and
with what we can observe around the world. The mere
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memorisation of theory is not only unadvisable from a pedagogical
perspective, but also insufficient in terms of fullfilling the course
requirements. The goal is for students to feel comfortable using
basic theoretical concepts and be able to confidently apply them to
problem-solving situations involving everyday economic realities.

Economics is a fundamental part of an education in Social Work.
On successful completion of the course students should have
acquired an understanding of the main economic problems, which
is essential to professional decision-making.

The general aim of this course is to provide the student with a solid
practical training which will prove to be a powerful and versatile
tool in their professional future.

In addition, there will be some sessions where students will use
computers to learn the basics of statistics applied to the Economics
of Social Work and to learn to search for the relevant data.
