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7. EVALUACION

Coming to class is essential. A registration system will be provided for tracking
attendance. Students missing 20% of the practical and consolidation sessions will
receive a failing grade irrespective of the reasons for being absent.

30% per cent of the final grade will be based on portfolio assessment. Students will
collect all the work requested and place it in a plastic folder ready for inspection at all
times. Delays in assignment completion will make students lose scores.

Portfolios will be gathered twice during the semester for assessment. 40% of the course
grade will be portfolio-based. The remaining 60% will come from a final exam.
