This topic ams a sudying how management tools can shgpe society as a whole naot only
companies, but aso the State, public agencies, associations, etc. This theme is designed to
encourage us to think about the links between the politicd and management fidds. Both
management tools and accounting standards have a strong influence on the politicd fidd (and
vice versa). Theseissues are at the centre of our topic.

The concept of management tools should be understood in the broadest sense from
accounting and financid tools through to human resources, drategy and marketing. More
generdly, the concept includes any system of measurement, quantification or comparison.

2009 Magrit F. Schoenfdd and Hanns Martin W. Schoenfeld Scholar ship in Accounting
History

This award has been generoudy endowed by Hanns Martin  Schoenfdd and
ecognizes a young scholar in accounting history. The members of the Scholarship
committee were Professors Christopher Napier and Richard Fleischman, co-editors of the
Accounting Historians Journal, and Professor Hanns Martin Schoenfed, H.T. Scovill
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professor emeritus of accounting a the Universty of lllinois | served as committee
charperson. We weretruly impressed by the qudity and quantity of applicants and the
interest in accounting-history research which they represented. The committee ddiberated at
length before making a unanimous decison to awardthe 2009 Scholarship to Professor
Ddfina Gomes, Assgant Professor at the Universty of Braga, for her proposd entitled
“Accounting for the Public Sector”. Her research program examines accounting change in the
Portuguese public sector from the 17" century to the present.

2009 Innovation in Accounting History Education Award

The 2009 prize for Innovation in Accounting History Education has been awarded to
Jane Bisman and Ellen J Lippmen jointly. It is unusud to receve two such excelent
submissions in the one year, both of which were supported by papers published in the June
2009 issue of the Accounting Historians Journal, and the committee members were unable to
decide between them.

Bisman's submisson was based around a postgraduate course in accounting history
education, offered by Charles Sturt Universty in Audrdia The committee were impressed by
the careful formulation of teaching objectives and the development of course materid to meet
them, and by the rationale for accounting history educetion articulated in the AHJ article.

Lippman's submisson comprised a case dudy reating to the exploitation of dave
labor by the Nazis and designed to encourage students to consder the ethica respongbilities
of accountants for the information they prepare. The committee was impressed by the
innovative nature of the case which raises a host of issues regarding the perceived objectivity
of accounting numbers.

2009 Vanger meersch Manuscript Award

This year'saward recipient is Professor Jm McKinney, Universty of Maryland for
his submisson entitled, “Audit Companies Emergence, Prevdence, and Prominence in the
United States Accounting Professon’. The award is given to an accounting faculty member
who holds a full-time gppointment and who received hisher mastersdoctorate within seven
years previous to the date of submission.

The chairman of the sdection committee was Professor Lee D. Parker University of
South Australia) and committee members were Mark Nikitin (Université d Orléans), Richard
K. Feschman (John Carroll University), David Oldroyd (University of Newcastle upon
Tyne) and Dick Edwards (Cardiff Business Schooal).
